Menu 
Selection of beef, ham, cheese sandwiches on brown or white bread (no 
condiments added but can be requested at the table).  Selection of small 
cakes.  Plain or fruit scone with jam and clotted cream.  Unlimited Yorkshire 
tea or americano coffee, served at the table.  Chilled water.  (Cold drinks 
can be ordered and paid for separately).  Guests can bring their own 
alcoholic drinks (Lynda’s will provide glasses). 
 
If you are coming by bus:  Take Number 15 bus leaving Chester Bus station 
at 1.40 pm from Stand J.    Alight at the first stop after the Vernon Institute 
(black and white building on the corner of Church Road), cross the road, 
and walk back to the entrance to the Vernon Institute carpark.  
Return buses:  No 15 or 15A from the same bus stop on Church Road at 5 
minutes to and 25 minutes after the hour.    The journey returns to Chester 
via the terminus in Saughall and takes about 30 minutes to Chester.
